The Wohler Camera Head VIS 300/350 is sup­
plied ex-works protected by a plastic dome, which 
can be replaced if necessary. If it becomes 
scratched, it is optional to fit this camera head 
with a glass dome for use in dry working environ­
ments. 

Apply silicone grease before fitting the new dome. 
When fitting the replacement dome, make sure 
you cover all of the thread to ensure it is properly 
tightened. Otherwise, it cannot be guaranteed that 
the camera head is properly sealed, and malfunc­
tions can occur as a result of water and dirt pene­
tration. 

• Only use soft, damp cloth to clean the lens.
Never use any cleanser.

• Regularly pull the rod out of the case and
clean it with a soft, damp cloth.
