& WARNING 
a. The telescopic hot sticl< must be used only by a trained 

professional electrician in strict accordance to the safety 
procedures and recommendations. 

b. The use of this telescopic hot sticl< does not preclude the 
necessary proper training and experience in safety procedures. 

c. To avoid electrical shOcl<, personal injuries or property damage, 
consult your company safety guidelines and procedures. 

d. When worl<ing under high voltage systems, always wear 
insulating gloves and rubber shoes. 

e. Ensure that the sticl< is dry and clean of any debris and dirt and 
is worl<ing property before use. 

f. Submit he sticl< to periodical tests. 

&DO NOT
a. Do not use this sticl< to lift the following conduc ive 

materials: 
metallic measure tapes, electrical cables. antennas 
other objects that can reduce the insulating distance 
he energized point to the lineman. Serious injury ca 

occur if such materials come in contact with energiz 
systems. 

b. Do not use this sticl< until all sections are complete(), 
extended and locl<ed. 

c. Do not extend or retract this stick if it is not in a 
vertical position and its base is not resting on 
the around.

METHODS OF USE 
YES 

a. Estimate the worl<ing height to be reaehed. Then determine the 
number of sections of the Telescopic Hot Stiel< that will be
required. 

Store unused sections in the inducted canvas bag. 

b. Attaeh the appropriate accessory to the uniVersal aluminum 
head to perform the required tasl<. 

c. To extend the telescopic hOt s icl<, rest he stick on the ground 
vertically close to the worl<ing area. 

d. Fully extend he top section (1st section) until it locks into 
place. Extend the subsequent sections in the same manner 
until reaching the necessary worl<ing height. Ensure that the 
buttons have locl<ed the sticl< securely. 

e. To retract the sticl< sections, hold the telescopic hot sticl< upright 
in a vertical position on the ground and press the base section
button while holding the subsequent section, allowing the stick
to smoo hly glide down. Proceed in the same manner to retract 
he subsequent sections until the sticl< is fully retracted.

a. Scratches, cracl<s, or contamination may cause damage to 
he telescopic sticl<. Therefore, the sticl< must be handled with 

extreme care. 
b. Any section can be removed for deaning, repair or eplacement. 
c. Sections of the stick can be cleaned periodically using a cotton 

cloth soal<ed in isopropyl alcohol. Then wipe the surface of the 
sticl<s. 

d. Do not use solvents to clean the locl<ing buttons. 
TRANSPORTATION AND STORAGE 
a. Always secure he rubber fastener in place to avoid damages 

to the s icl< when transporting or not in use. 
b. Always use a canvas bag for transportation and storage of this 

Stiel<. 
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
